* Required information

• various metadata are requested

• the more precisely these are 

specified, the more findability and 

reusability of the data will improve

• in addition to information such as the 

title, contact details of the author, or 

a brief description of the data set, the 

granting of a license and information 

on access authorization are very 

important

• it is advisable to publish a README 

file with more detailed, descriptive 

metadata (e.g. with information on 

the test setup) with the data set in

addition to the here requested

administrative metadata

Upload files & wait

• the data set need to be uploaded via 

„browse“

• for many documents it is advisable to 

create zipped folders

• after everything has been specified and 

uploaded to your satisfaction, an 

employee of the UB will check the 

submission

• under "Publish"→ „My submitted

documents“ the status of the submission 

can be checked

• in the „submitted" status, the data record 

and all information can still be changed

• if everything is in order, 

the data set will be 

published (with DOI if 

desired)

• in the case of large 

amounts of data, UB 

employees can take over 

the submission
