The excursion ‘Literary London’ is on its way. From the 15" — 22t of May 2016, a group of
students will be exploring Great Britain’s capital with the focus on its literary and cultural her-
itage. We will enjoy self-guided tours, visit exhibitions, experience a day at the Globe Thea-
tre, venture on a day-trip to the University of Cambridge and celebrate with an evening out at
the theatre. For this, we have formed project groups that lead us through our literary quest.

This is the second part of the introduction course. It will continue where we left off after the
winter semester (it does not matter which course you attended) and introduce you to the (his-
torical and contemporary) basics of British and American Cultural Studies. We will look at the
concepts, terms and methods that you need for a systematic study of culture(s).

Perhaps even more so than literature, "culture" is a volatile concept and term. We will
begin with fundamental questions —such as "what is culture?" and "what are cultural stud-
ies?"— and the basic terms and tools for discussing cultural products in a variety of genres
and media such as film, television, music, radio and comics. We will also discuss how to his-
toricize and contextualize cultural products and how different theoretical approaches yield
different readings and results. Lastly, we will continue and elaborate on the practical tech-
niques of scholarly research as well as methodology and theory in general.

For our discussions we will look at examples from different media and signifying systems
such as fashion, music, TV, film or everyday practices such as eating or 'going out'. Material
will be made available in class/on StudIP.

This seminar is part Il of the Introductory Course to Literature and Culture. (You can partake
in it, no matter which of the parallel courses you have successfully accomplished.) Whilst in
Introduction | we concentrated on the techniques of literary analysis, in part Il we shall intro-
duce tools and theoretical concepts of Cultural Studies.

What is popular culture? Is identity a stable entity or rather a construct of society? Although
we will continue working with literary texts, such as David Lodge's humorous campus-novel
Changing Places (1975), we will also broaden our focus to different areas of culture, to signi-
fying processes derived from different media, such as films, TV, advertisement, music or
fashion. The seminar will start by asking such (seemingly simple) questions like “What is cul-
ture? What are cultural studies?” We will then investigate notions such as textuality and me-
diality, before moving on to exemplary key concepts of Cultural Studies such as identity,
class, race, gender, body or memory, which we will discuss via a wide range of examples.
We will work with reading assignments from additional material, which will be made available
at the beginning of the term and in class. Note: Our central text, David Lodge's Changing
Places, must be read prior to the beginning of the term.

The development of Australian literature in English is the history on the one hand of the ex-
tension of European civilization to the south, and on the other the growth of an indigenous
culture in Australia itself. There are three broad stages to be distinguished: The first was the
colonial phase, extending from the beginnings to the mid and later nineteenth century, in
which native writing was shaped mainly by overseas patterns. The second stage was the
achievement of an independent and consciously Australian literature in the 1880s and 1890s.
“In the third phase, from the 1920s to the present, the two streams have come together, to
produce a literature that is both distinctive and mature.” (Wilkes qgtd. in Schmidt 6)

This seminar introduces students to a history of Australian literature, its phases, changes and
developments from first imaginations to the twenty-first century by analysing extracts from
novels, plays, short stories, poems, and non-fictional writing. Exploring the multifariousness
of Australian literature oscillating between metropolitan accommodation and postcolonial re-
sistance, students will identify overtly Australian subject matters, e.g. concepts of convictism,
colonialism, pastoralism, mateship, endurance, loneliness, renewal, self-discovery, egalitari-
anism, etc., and question these constructions of a national literature in the light of an image-
ry, which is more urban, modern, multicultural, or even transnational.

Learning a language is easy - any child can do it! Notwithstanding its apparent ease, acquir-
ing a language is one of the major feats in child development, and it sets humans apart from
other species. At the same time, language acquisition does not happen overnight, and chil-
dren make errors along the way like the following.

(1) He singed a song.
(2) No Peter like chocolate.
(3) I want apple. (referring to banana)

What do these errors tell us about language and how children acquire it? We will look at lots
of data from children to address this and the following questions: What is special about lan-
guage in relation to other cognitive skills? How is language represented in the brain, and
how does the brain develop in children? Is there an innate component to language acquisi-
tion? What types of input are necessary for children to acquire language? How do children
learn language sounds, words and sentences? Why do children acquire languages much
more easily than adults?

Each week, we will read a chapter from our textbook or other materials. In small teams, stu-
dents will present short original research papers to accompany the textbook materials and
do some in-class experiments.

This course explores the relationship between architecture and gender in modern Scotland.
This relationship remained until recently relatively little analysed. However, the consequenc-
es of the gendered and other social divisions which architecture helps to define are particu-
larly significant. Through the analysis of various case-studies, the course considers the histo-
ry of women’s involvement in architecture and in the management of the household. It exam-
ines the ways in which modern architecture defined and shaped gendered identities and sex-
ual difference.

Women from the elites predominate this study because the papers of the noble families have
been preserved. Our perception of Scotswomen as passive has been framed by their legal
status. Yet, the mid-sixteenth century saw the emergence of a number of cultivated, well-
educated ladies who were far from being submissive servants of fathers, husbands and sons.
We will therefore question the supposedly inferior status of women and see how they negoti-
ated their influence within a patriarchal system.

Research on women and gender in Scotland has flourished in the last decade and we have
an increasingly full picture of women’s lives at all social levels. The course gives an apprecia-
tion of the lives of Scottish noblewomen of the period 1660-1780 through their portraits, their
letters and brief accounts of their careers. To understand women’s role in life, the course
dwells upon such notions as birth, education, marriage, patriarchy, legal status, social ac-
complishments, activities, and leisure.

The course aims to offer a broad understanding of seventeenth- and eighteenth-century
Scotland as both centuries were marked by continuity and change. The study of key docu-
ments including material objects and maps of the period will enhance the students’
knowledge of the period which saw the departure of the king to London in 1603, the Union of
Parliaments in 1707, and the subsequent Jacobite uprisings. It also witnessed changes in
living conditions with population and economic growth, increased levels of urbanisation and
industrialisation, and flourishing cultural and intellectual activity. In eighteenth-century Scot-
land, the Church of Scotland and its teachings continued to be influential, the Scottish legal
system stayed intact, power remained tied up with land ownership and patronage was still
vital to political and social success.
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This historical backdrop is vital to understanding domestic architecture and the lives of the
women and men explored within this course.

William Shakespeare is the hyper-canonical, most well-known and most important of all world
authors. 2016 marks the 400th-anniversary of his death. To celebrate this occasion the Eng-
lish Department has coordinated two seminars and a one-week excursion to Stratford-upon-
Avon for theatre and workshops in association with the Shakespeare Birthplace Trust.

This is the first of these two classes, which can be taken either independently or in a se-
quence, and with or without participation in the excursion in August 2016. The choice of texts
and performances discussed will depend on the choice of plays for the Stratford-upon-Avon
Shakespeare season, but this class will focus on the tragedies. We will begin by reconstruct-
ing the life of Shakespeare (which has been the focus of recent bio-pics such as Shake-
speare in Love and Anonymous), the Elizabethan and Jacobean contexts and the Shake-
spearean theatre world, its politics and religion. We will also look at the wealth of Shake-
speare performances and adaptations in theatre, film and other media from across the world.
As the focus in this class is on the tragedies, please purchase and read (or revise) Titus An-
dronicus, Hamlet, and King Lear. You may also want to consider buying an omnibus Shake-
speare, especially if you are taking both Shakespeare courses. Also, inform yourselves about
the Bard and his times.

This seminar examines selected topics in the social history of medicine and colonial
studies to explore the relationship between gender, race, and medicine within imperial
spaces over the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. The course draws on feminist,
postcolonial and poststructuralist approaches to think through questions of difference. We
will explore how ‘difference’, the differences associated with class, race, and gender
specifically, were experienced and understood in the imperial world. The course is not
intended to be a comprehensive study of the history of medicine and empire, although the
topics explored provide opportunity for students to pursue a wide range of interests in their
research papers; the course is constructed, instead, to examine selected topics that focus
on the intersection of gender, race and medicine in detail. Topics include medical
professionalisation and imperial opportunity, missionary medicine, the burgeoning field of
colonial medicine, colonial psychiatry, conflicts between Western medical and indigenous
practice, as well as responses to epidemic outbreaks across colonial sites.

Although the course raises issues pertinent to all European empires, utilising comparative
examples across European imperial projects where possible, the course will include case
studies drawn in particular from the British Empire.

The seminar will focus on the analysis of select secondary source case studies across
colonial sites, while incorporating diverse theoretical approaches, as well as the reading of
primary source materials.

This course explores the relationship between architecture and gender in modern Scotland.
This relationship remained until recently relatively little analysed. However, the consequenc-
es of the gendered and other social divisions which architecture helps to define are particu-
larly significant. Through the analysis of various case-studies, the course considers the histo-
ry of women’s involvement in architecture and in the management of the household. It exam-
ines the ways in which modern architecture defined and shaped gendered identities and sex-
ual difference.

Women from the elites predominate this study because the papers of the noble families have
been preserved. Our perception of Scotswomen as passive has been framed by their legal
status. Yet, the mid-sixteenth century saw the emergence of a number of cultivated, well-
educated ladies who were far from being submissive servants of fathers, husbands and sons.
We will therefore question the supposedly inferior status of women and see how they negoti-
ated their influence within a patriarchal system.

Research on women and gender in Scotland has flourished in the last decade and we have
an increasingly full picture of women'’s lives at all social levels. The course gives an apprecia-
tion of the lives of Scottish noblewomen of the period 1660-1780 through their portraits, their
letters and brief accounts of their careers. To understand women’s role in life, the course
dwells upon such notions as birth, education, marriage, patriarchy, legal status, social ac-
complishments, activities, and leisure.

The course aims to offer a broad understanding of seventeenth- and eighteenth-century
Scotland as both centuries were marked by continuity and change. The study of key docu-
ments including material objects and maps of the period will enhance the students’
knowledge of the period which saw the departure of the king to London in 1603, the Union of
Parliaments in 1707, and the subsequent Jacobite uprisings. It also withessed changes in
living conditions with population and economic growth, increased levels of urbanisation and
industrialisation, and flourishing cultural and intellectual activity. In eighteenth-century Scot-
land, the Church of Scotland and its teachings continued to be influential, the Scottish legal
system stayed intact, power remained tied up with land ownership and patronage was still
vital to political and social success.

This historical backdrop is vital to understanding domestic architecture and the lives of the
women and men explored within this course.

The relationship between literature and biography is a tricky one. The very term “life writing”,
which merges autobiography, biography, memoirs, letters and, arguably, bio-fiction (Bradford
2010), is a case in point. It is precisely this free textuality that sets readers on a quest to re-
establish boundaries, to become biographical detectives, to assert the primacy of the bio-
graphical contexts over textual analysis. We will look at a number of interesting cases that
illuminate the relationship between literature and biography, with a focus on the biography of
writers (i.e. literary biographies). Writers we may want to discuss in this class are: William
Shakespeare, Charles Dickens, Gertrude Stein, The “Lunar Men”, the Romantics, Charles
Darwin, the Bronté Sisters, Virginia Woolf, Katherine Mansfield, and a couple of Samuels
(Samuel Pepys, Samuel Beckett, and Samuel Johnson). A reader will be made available at
the beginning of term.

This seminar examines selected topics in the social history of medicine and colonial
studies to explore the relationship between gender, race, and medicine within imperial
spaces over the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. The course draws on feminist,
postcolonial and poststructuralist approaches to think through questions of difference. We
will explore how ‘difference’, the differences associated with class, race, and gender
specifically, were experienced and understood in the imperial world. The course is not
intended to be a comprehensive study of the history of medicine and empire, although the
topics explored provide opportunity for students to pursue a wide range of interests in their
research papers; the course is constructed, instead, to examine selected topics that focus
on the intersection of gender, race and medicine in detail. Topics include medical
professionalisation and imperial opportunity, missionary medicine, the burgeoning field of
colonial medicine, colonial psychiatry, conflicts between Western medical and indigenous
practice, as well as responses to epidemic outbreaks across colonial sites.

Although the course raises issues pertinent to all European empires, utilising comparative
examples across European imperial projects where possible, the course will include case
studies drawn in particular from the British Empire.

The seminar will focus on the analysis of select secondary source case studies across
colonial sites, while incorporating diverse theoretical approaches, as well as the reading of
primary source materials.

This course explores the relationship between architecture and gender in modern Scotland.
This relationship remained until recently relatively little analysed. However, the consequenc-
es of the gendered and other social divisions which architecture helps to define are particu-
larly significant. Through the analysis of various case-studies, the course considers the histo-
ry of women’s involvement in architecture and in the management of the household. It exam-
ines the ways in which modern architecture defined and shaped gendered identities and sex-
ual difference.

Women from the elites predominate this study because the papers of the noble families have
been preserved. Our perception of Scotswomen as passive has been framed by their legal
status. Yet, the mid-sixteenth century saw the emergence of a number of cultivated, well-
educated ladies who were far from being submissive servants of fathers, husbands and sons.
We will therefore question the supposedly inferior status of women and see how they negoti-
ated their influence within a patriarchal system.

Research on women and gender in Scotland has flourished in the last decade and we have
an increasingly full picture of women'’s lives at all social levels. The course gives an apprecia-
tion of the lives of Scottish noblewomen of the period 1660-1780 through their portraits, their
letters and brief accounts of their careers. To understand women’s role in life, the course
dwells upon such notions as birth, education, marriage, patriarchy, legal status, social ac-
complishments, activities, and leisure.

The course aims to offer a broad understanding of seventeenth- and eighteenth-century
Scotland as both centuries were marked by continuity and change. The study of key docu-
ments including material objects and maps of the period will enhance the students’
knowledge of the period which saw the departure of the king to London in 1603, the Union of
Parliaments in 1707, and the subsequent Jacobite uprisings. It also witnessed changes in
living conditions with population and economic growth, increased levels of urbanisation and
industrialisation, and flourishing cultural and intellectual activity. In eighteenth-century Scot-
land, the Church of Scotland and its teachings continued to be influential, the Scottish legal
system stayed intact, power remained tied up with land ownership and patronage was still
vital to political and social success.

This historical backdrop is vital to understanding domestic architecture and the lives of the
women and men explored within this course.

Language learning is always situated in social contexts and, in turn, it is affected by social
factors. In this class we will concentrate on various social factors interacting with second
language acquisition processes and deal with central theories and research in Applied Lin-
guistics. Among the topics addressed are the following: input (and adjustments of input such
as foreigner talk or teacher talk), interaction between learners and with teachers or native
speakers, feedback (from teachers and other interlocutors), the acquisition/learning context
(naturalistic vs. instructed), societal factors (group membership and identity, language so-
cialisation). Reading and discussing research papers, as well as practical work will be an
integral part of this seminar.

Selfie stick, blogger, ungoogleable,...Morphology allows us to create and understand an
infinite number of new words derived from known component parts (e.g. google-able) but
have you ever wondered how we process these forms in real time? Do we analyse the mor-
phological structure or do we ignore it? This course deals with how morphologically complex
words are represented in our mind/brain and how they are processed during language com-
prehension and production. Combining linguistic theory and psycholinguistic research, we
will explore whether forms such as walked and walker are recognised as whole forms or de-
composed into their component parts (i.e. walk plus -ed/er) and how properties of these
forms (e.g. inflection vs. derivation, frequency/familiarity or transparency) influence pro-
cessing. After an introduction to morphological theory and processing models, we will read
and discuss original research papers that put linguistic theories to the test and investigate
the psychological reality of morphological structure in our mind/brain.

Child Multilingualism — 4412 424
SE, Mo 16:45 — 18:15, Bl 80.2

In this course, we will examine how children acquire more than one language from birth or
sequentially. We will compare and contrast different types of child multilingualism (e.g. simul-
taneous, sequential bilingualism, child L2 acquisition, early L3/4 acquisition, heritage lan-
guage acquisition) from a psycholinguistic perspective and consider effects of age, language
combinations, cross-linguistic interference, quality and quantity of input in early language ac-
quisition. We will study how multilingual children (e.g. Turkish-German children) may differ
from monolingual German children when learning English in primary schools. We also con-
sider what happens to a heritage language (e.g. Turkish, Russian) when a child becomes
exposed to a majority language in kindergarden etc. In addition, we will explore how (early)
multilingualism may have positive effects on cognitive processing and creativity. This way,
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the course offers an overview of current topics in early multilingualism and its implications for
educational practice from a linguistic perspective.

Research Methods in Linguistics — 4412 321

This seminar provides students with essential knowledge and skills they need to understand
and produce (quantitative) research in linguistics, e.g. in BA theses. It consists of three major
parts. First, you learn about the basics of the scientific method, research designs, data collec-
tion and coding. Second, we turn to analyzing empirical data by means of descriptive statis-
tics and statistical hypothesis testing. You will apply your newly acquired statistical
knowledge in hands-on exercises in the software packages Excel® and SPSS®/PSPP. Third,
we consider essentials of creating and reporting research, e.g., in term papers, abstracts and
theses. We address key issues such as reading and finding relevant literature, finding re-
search questions, writing research proposals and papers, writing abstracts and working with
references. All topics will be illustrated with authentic research (data) from psycho-, sociolin-
guistics and applied linguistics.

This course is designed for third-year students and can be taken in the Winter or the Summer
Semester. We shall be concentrating on looking at practicing aspects of “advanced” present-
day speakers/writers of L1 English: current English, therefore. Above all, we shall focus on
the concept of “collocational competence”. Students in their third year will normally have
achieved C1 level for their grammatical competence, but their ability to use patterns of natu-
rally recurring words (so-called “collocations” or “word-combinations” that sound “right” to the
native speaker) is usually at a lower level, We are, therefore, aiming to raise the level of this
ability, namely the so-called “collocational competence”, an area often neglected in language
teaching. To do this, we shall be looking, amongst others, at the differences between gram-
matical and lexical collocations, free combinations, as well as idiomatic phrases. Course re-
quirements and learning/teaching resources will be discussed in the first session.
